FRCEmeRy HOG 4 & HOG Visualizer Connectivity Driver Guide

This guide uses a HOG 4 Console and a dedicated Windows Computer running visualizer
software.

This guide shows the basic console and PC setup procedures for console to visualizer
networking and communication.

NOTE: If running Hog 4PC on the same computer as the visualizer, one IP address is set on the
computer. Hog 4PC and the visualizer work in tandem on that PC via the Hog Connectivity
Driver.

Download & install the current Visualizer Connectivity Driver on to the computer running the

visualizer.

Configure the Hog-net Adapter Settings on the HOG 4:

Go into the Hog Control Panel Window.
Go to the HogNet tab on the left.
Select Use default IP settings.

Apply.

NOTE: It is IMPORTANT to configure the HogNet IP address before launching the Hog Show
File. If configuring the HogNet IP address while in the show file, you MUST log off the show
and re-launch the existing show in order to restart the server.

Launch the Hog Show File.
